A) Tests-  Tests will be given at the end of each unit and will be a combination of multiple choice, true/false, short answer, and/or identification. Tests are cumulative, meaning questions from previous units may be asked on subsequent exams. Academic Integrity: Cheating will result in a zero on the test, a call home, and an office referral. Test retakes/make-ups are not permitted for cheating.

Do Over Policy

The “Do Over” is a reassessment where re-teaching, practice, and tutoring must be completed to be able to re-assess

In order for the student to take advantage of the “Do Over” to improve a major assessment, the following requirements must be met:

· Attempt the original assessment

· Prepare for and attend 1 tutoring session with their teacher

· Complete all assignments that support the instruction prior to the initial assessment

· Participate in the second offering of the assessment to have the opportunity to replace a grade with a maximum of a 70. 

(Students will receive the higher of the two grades up to a 70.)

· Timeline: The “Do Over” time frame is 5 school days from the date the assessment was returned to the class.

· The second assessment will be the same format as the original assessment but a different version. (example- multi-choice format, or essay format)
B) Classwork/Quizzes-  It is your responsibility to attend class.  If you are unable to attend, it is your responsibility to complete your makeup work. Pick up assignments from the designated area in the classroom. There will also be short announced quizzes over the material from the current unit. 

Make up policy: It is the student’s responsibility to check with me and make up all work when absent. Assignments may be picked up from the bin in the front of the room. For assignments not submitted, a zero will be placed in Synergy and will be replaced once the assignment is completed and submitted. When a student is absent on a test/quiz day, he or she is expected to make up the test/quiz either before or after school within 5 school days of return. 
Late assignment policy: Late assignments will only be accepted for three days after the due date and will receive a maximum score of 50% unless you were absent at the time the assignment was due.

C)  Final Exam- A cumulative Final Exam will be given covering material studied over the course of the entire semester. Early prep and study are imperative for success. Please see our SCHOOLWIDE FINAL EXAM EXEMPTION INCENTIVE & CONTRACT  (Separate Handout)
